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IMIAL Level 3 Award in Automotive Refrigerant Handling





Course aim





 The aim of the course is to qualify individuals working on motor vehicles to meet the European Union F gas (fluorinated greenhouse gas) regulations that came into force 4th July 2010.





After July 2010 all individuals working on Mobile Air Conditioning (MAC) systems must have achieved, as a minimum, a refrigerant handling qualification which meets MAC Commission Regulations. This unit and course meets those regulations, enabling individuals to be fully certified. The course is designed for learners who have some knowledge of Motor Air Conditioning.

















Learning Outcomes (the learner will)





Know about the operation of A/C systems in motor vehicles.


Know about the use and properties of refrigerants used in motor vehicles.


Understand the regulations of refrigerants used.


Know the procedure for recovering fluorinated gas.


Be able to demonstrate how to handle a refrigerant cylinder.


Be able to connect and disconnect a recovery set.


Be able to operate a recovery set.
